	· Maintained the Gold Kitemark meaning we are eligible for Platinum in 22-23.
· We offer an excellent enrichment programme with a large variety of active clubs so children can participate in a selection of sports.  We operate at least 1 active club per evening, every day of the school year.  Total 190 club sessions per year for approx. 16 pupils per club totalling £3,040 individual club sessions.
· The barriers to participating in clubs have been removed for our PP children with much effort on securing them places.  Over 82% of PP children attend clubs throughout the year.
· Over 220 children are able to attend clubs each half term due to the number of places we have available.
· Enrichment programme extended to the school holidays ensuring our FSM children were attending active clubs in the holidays.
· Fixtures & comps remain high priority with over 10 comps per term and 12 sessions of additional sport from the Belvidere Partnership.

· We held a Sports Fundraising Challenge where staff , children and families cycled the length of Britain in 1 day.  The school community participated and celebrated together raising £1,500.
· We prioritised cycling this year with EYFS, & Year 1 completing Balance-ability and Yr 6 completing Cycling proficiency.  Our Whole school Cycling week raised the profile with message from Olympic cyclist, the smoothie bike and Rickshaws visiting.
· Every KS2 class attended swimming plus additional sessions for PP pupils in Yr 6 so they reach 25 metre standard.
· Our Sports Coach took groups of PP children out to local area for exercise and to show them local parks where they can keep active.
· Year 3 participated in Reading The Game with Shrewsbury Town in the community.
· Lots of local partnerships with sports clubs coming into school Shrewsbury Lawn tennis for Yr 4, STFC and Cricket coaching.
· Yr 4 1 night and Yr 6 2 night residentials at Adventure Centres.
· Coleham participated and came third in Beat the Street, a national active programme.
· Daily exercise with over 50 pupils running the daily dash each morning before school.
· Sports Council and Sports Leaders active in school.
