· Platinum School Games award achieved in Summer 2023.
· Completion of Platinum Case Study ‘Demonstrate how you are engaging those young people that need it the most in the School Games and evidence how you know they are benefiting’ evidences a unique whole school approach to removing barriers for PP children.
· We offer an excellent enrichment programme with a large variety of active clubs so children can participate in a selection of sports.  We operate at least 1 active club per evening every day of the school year. Total 190 club sessions per year for approx. 16 pupils per club totaling 3,040 individual club spaces.
· The barriers to participating in clubs have been removed for our PP children with much effort on securing them places. Over 82% of PP children attend clubs throughout the year.
· Over 220 children are able to attend clubs each half term due to the number of places we have available.
· Enrichment programme extended to the school holidays ensuring our FSM children were attending active clubs in the holidays.
· Fixtures & competitions remain high priority with over 10 comps per term and 12 sessions of additional sport from the Belvidere Partnership.
· Attended some new SEND friendly events
· Sports days were a huge success and celebrated our House System with house sporting comps scheduled for the year.
· Our Coleham School Takeover of Shrewsbury Park Run was a brilliant success with over 200 runners being the largest Junior Park Run in the country.
· Every KS2 class attended swimming plus additional sessions for PP pupils.
· Our Sports Coach took groups of PP children out to local area for exercise and to show them local parks where they can keep active outside of school.
· Lots of local partnerships with sports clubs coming into school Shrewsbury Lawn tennis for Year 4, STFC and Cricket coaching.
· Year 4 1 night and Year 6 2-night residentials at Adventure Centres.
· Daily exercise with over 50 pupils running the daily dash each morning before school.
· Sports Council and Sports Leaders active in school.
· Gymnastics and Dance CPD for teachers 
· Primary PE Planning purchased to offer a high level or PE being delivered.
· PE celebrated on our website and social media with films of sporting achievements.
· New outdoor equipment boxes have continued to improve playtimes.
· 150 children participated in the Schools Shropshire Marathon.
· Festival days and Dance events at Shrewsbury High School
· Our ethos for Sports Team selection is not to enter our strongest athletes but to enable as many different children to participate.
	

· Whole school celebration video and pride in sporting provision was felt in our community, taken 6+ years of working towards this.

· The Case Study allowed us to consider other vulnerable groups such as SEND.  What can we do to ‘exceed’ our provision for these children for 23-24?

It can instill a lifelong love for sports, promote healthy habits, and create a sense of community pride while celebrating their successes through media exposure.
